Oklahoma; and Associate Pastor at First As-
sembly of God in Grand Junction, Colorado.

He and his wife, Martha, were married in
June of 1971 and now have two daughters,
Hannah Marie, born in September of 1977,
and Rebekah Ann, born in November of 1979.

Dr. Ming came to Northwest in 1976 as a
teacher of Evangelism and Christian Educa-
tion. He later developed the Youth Ministries
Program. In 1981 he received his Doctorate of
Ministries. His Thesis was on Time Manage-
ment for Assemblies of God Ministers.

“Timber,” was the call as another
long team resident gave way to the
development of twelve acres of land
on our college campus. The land
was being developed by the Seattle
Seahawks to become their new
headquarters and training facility.

The finished site will consist of
three football fields, a 40,000 sq. ft.
training and office facility, streets,
parking, and sidewalks. Two of the
fields will be of natural turf and
one will be astroturf, bubble cover-
ing. The college will have use of the
astroturf, bubble-covered field for
its soccer and intramural programs
during certain times of the year.
The Seahawks are leasing the prop-
erty for twenty years with two five-
year renewal options. They are
spending four to five million dol-
lars towards this development,
which will revert to the college at
the end of the lease period.
