ASSOCIATED STUDENT BODY

The Associated Student Body of N orthw est 
College is composed of all students attending the 
school. T he beginning of the 1963-64 school year 
found 269 students enrolled as members of the 
A.S.B. These students represented th irteen  states 
and nine foreign countries.

Through the Associated S tudent Body Council, 
students are given a representation in m atters 
relating to student affairs. Student body and class 
officers, w ith a faculty adviser, form  the A.S.B. 
Council. T heir weekly meetings serve as channels 
through which student interests can be expressed. 
School-wide projects and activities are planned 
and carried out under the jurisdiction of the A.S.B. 
Council.

T he A.S.B. fund, which is m aintained by the 
tithes and offerings of students, is the source of 
revenue for school projects. A m ajor project at 
the beginning of the school year was the completion 
of the tennis court. O ther projects were initiated and 
directed by the Associated Student Body during 
the year.

A num ber of social activities provided times of 
fellowship and fun. In  addition to the annual 
H arvesttim e Social, C hristm as concert, missionary 
banquet, and the spring all-school picnic and 
banquet, students enjoyed class socials, singspira- 
tions, talent nights, and school-wide outings.

T hrough dedicated effort the M issionary So­

ciety of Northwest College seeks to help fulfill 
the G reat Commission, “Go ye into all the 
world and preach the Gospel to every creature .” 
This is done by giving to, praying for, and serv­
ing in a practical way m any Assemblies of God 
missionaries. As a m em ber of one of the five 
prayer bands, each student is provided an op­
portunity  to share in the commission through 
prayer and contribu ting  to mission projects.

Students are encouraged to pay pa rt of their 
tithes into the Missionary Society fund. In ­
dividual bands may receive credit for the offer­
ings given by members of each particu lar band. 
T he goal for the entire year was $7,000.

F u rth e r interest is created by special mission­
ary speakers who visit individual band m eet­
ings and address jo in t sessions. Letters from the 
“ representatives abroad” present needs and 
report progress on foreign fields. A missions 
banquet each year helps to encourage vision 
for the w orld’s lost m ultitudes. In  addition, the 
spring quarter Spiritual Emphasis W eek car­
ries a missionary emphasis.

Student missionary work is encouraged by the 
Society. Sum m er months find students work­
ing on Ind ian  reservations and conducting V a­
cation Bible Schools to help spread the Gospel 
to needy areas.

D uring  the 1963-64 school year, in the w in­
ter quarter, each band in turn  prepared  a dis­
play booth which was set up in the cafeteria.
