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A CALL FOR PREACHING
The historic role of preaching as a key medium for com­

municating the Gospel was the burden of a special message given 
by Dr. D.V. Hurst in a recent chapel service at the College. 
Decrying a trend of the day away from a "straight forward 
declaration and exposition of the Scriptures/' the President 
warned of a humanistic and psychological approach in the pupit, 
which tends to displace the time-honored and historic role of 
what he identified as "aspostolic and prophetic" preaching.

A vigorous pulpiteer and expositor himself, Dr. Hurst noted 
that the Apostle Paul did not rely on the art of communication so 
much as he did on the simple, declarative preaching of the Word 
of God. "It was not the sharing of experience or the "comparing 
of experience on the humanistic level," as it was the exposition 
and declaration of Biblical truth. He portrayed the Apostle as a 
preacher whose central focus in life and preaching was on the 
person of Jesus Christ: "straightway he preached Jesus . . . For 
me to live is Christ . . . O that I might know Him . . . The 
mystery is 'Christ in you' (or among you)," he said.

This Christ-centered message, he said, is the sole emphasis of 
apostolic preaching and it leads to worship on a spirit level. It 
stands apart from the use of outside forces of "manipulation" 
directed at producing some kind of religious feeling or human 
experience. ‘

The President described contrasting churches—one empha­
sizing techniques, manipulation, and an out-of-balance emphasis 
on lecture, which he contrasted with tfie second kind of church 
where the preaching declares the mystery and the message of the 
Lord Jesus Christ, leading to a spontaneous worship in Spirit and 
in Truth.

Observers noted that the historic emphasis of Northwest Col­
lege during the nearly half century of its history has been rooted 
in a concept held in common with the Pentecostal Movement 
from its beginning which involved the Apostolic and Prophetic 
declaration of Biblical Truth with transforming power to change 
men's lives. This transcends the level of merely exciting religious 
feeling of human experience.

THE FOUNDER’S  FUND

Northwest College was founded in 1934 in response to great need and 
vision. It then was sent on a mission of training pastors, evangelists, mis­
sionaries, and Christian workers.

As the College developed, curricular programs were enriched. It was ac­
credited by A.A.B.C. in 1952 and by the Northwest Association of Schools 
and Colleges in 1973. In 1959 Northwest College moved to its new 35  acre 
campus in Kirkland, (twenty-two acres were a government grant—to be 
earned in twenty years of operation—and thirteen acres were a purchase.)

Committed people prayed . . .  worked . . .  and sacrificed Northwest Col­
lege into being. Men like Henry Ness, first president; C.E. Butterfield, se­
cond president; Frank Gray, D.H. McLaughlin, and R.J. Carlson, superinten­
dents of the Northwest District, and many others labored and overcome 
seemingly insurmountable obstacles to build a heritage of faith and ser­
vice at Northwest College.

Through the years the College has served, fulfilling its mission. Over 
2 ,000 alumni and former students are scattered around the world in Chris­
tian service. Over 350 have been appointed to missionary service. 
Hundreds of pastors and associates are now in the ministry, having 
received their training at Northwest College.

Along the way there have been many “small” and “large” miracles 
which have resulted in its development into one of the finest small college 
campuses in the nation.

One large bequest, the Dickey estate of $640,000, gave the thrust 
needed as the new campus was in its infancy—truly a miracle in timing! 
Many hundreds of friends and churches have contributed regularly 
through such programs as the Chapel and Library Share funding drives.

Now it is time to endow the operations of the College. This is necessary 
in order to enrich and undergird the programs further, to insure the con­
tinuing functions of the College, to keep the cost to students as low as pos­
sible and to raise faculty salaries.

Northwest College desires to avoid a “crash, let’s keep it alive” kind of 
funding drive. It hopes to build steadily through developing now a growing 
cash and other assets kind of endowment fund that will produce ever in­
creasing earnings for subsidizing the College each year! This is called the 
Northwest College Founder’s Fund. Its purpose is to perpetuate the mis­
sion of Northwest College as envisioned by its founders!

A goal of $1,000,000 in cash and assets has been set for April 1980!
A Founder’s Fund share is $1,000, payable in three years at $333 per 

year. Individuals, churches, districts—anyone who will—are invited to sub­
scribe at least one share. All who have participated in the Chapel and 
Library Share drives are especially urged to participate.

A Founder’s Fund share certificate will be given to the donor and a 
record of his gift will be made in the Founder’s Fund book.

The important thing to remember is this: Your gift will never be spent. 
But the earnings it generates will go to the general operations fund of the 
College each year.
