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President Butterfield 
Retires From N.C.

After almost eighteen years’ service 
to Northwest College as its president, 
Rev. C. E. Butterfield, will retire ef­
fective June 30. He officially tendered 
his resignation at a special meeting of 
the College Board of Trustees on Feb­
ruary 8. Rev. Dave Carlson, who was 
serving as chairman of the Board at 
the time, stated that President Butter­
field’s resignation was accepted “with 
deep appreciation for his years of lead­
ership to the College.”

A review of President Butterfield’s 
administration at the college reveals it 
to have been an era of transition in the 
school’s history, and is marked by a 
number of significant developments. 
During the early part of his tenure as 
president, the college was reorganized, 
and its control regionalized to provide 
for participation by the Northwest, the 
Montana, and the Southern Idaho dis­
tricts of the Assemblies of God. It was 
also early in his administration that the 
college achieved its professional accred­
itation with the Accrediting Association 
of Bible Colleges. Expansion of the col­
lege curriculum resulted in the develop­
ment of a junior college division in 1955, 
which has been followed by develop­
ment and enrollment growth.

One of the major developments under 
President Butterfield’s administration 
has been the acquisition and develop­
ment of the college’s new thirty-five 
acre campus in Houghton overlooking 
Lake Washington and the City of Se­
attle. The new campus has a book value 
of over one and one-half million dollars 
and an appraised market value of over 
two million dollars. It is said to be one 
of the finest educational facilities in the 
Assemblies of God denomination.

During Rev. Butterfield’s tenure, the 
college has experienced a steady enroll­
ment growth, with this year’s total en­
rollment reaching over 435 students— 
an all-time high in the institution’s 32- 
year history, records indicate. The cur­
riculum development during the same 
period has progressed from a single Bi­
ble institute program to a total of four-

teen curricula, including a number of 
pre-professional and liberal arts pro­
grams, as well as several new ministeri­
al programs.

President Butterfield’s association 
with the college dates back to the be­
ginning of the school’s 32-year history. 
Before the college was founded in 1934 
he served on a committee of the Pres­
bytery of the Northwest District to 
seek out a site for a Bible school and 
assisted in the beginning years as a 
part-time faculty member while pastor- 
ing a nearby church.

President Butterfield was ordained to 
the ministry by the Northwest District 
Council of the Assemblies of God in 
1928. He has also served as a general 
presbyter and for 35 years as a presby­
ter of the Northwest District.

Rev. Butterfield has conducted a 
broad ministry during his years as pres­
ident of the college. He has been a, 
Bible conference and convention speak­
er in a number of districts of the United 
States and provinces of Canada. One of 
the unique aspects of Mr. Butterfield’s 
ministry has been his keen interest in 
foreign missionary work. During his 
tenure as president he has made 14 
missionary trips abroad and has minis­
tered in a number of countries as a con­
vention speaker, conducting ministers’ 
institutes and holding evangelistic cam­
paigns. Numbers of foreign students 
have attended Northwest College as a

At the request of the faculty of 
the college, Dr. Butterfield was the 
commencement speaker at the college’s 
thirtieth commencement, which saw al­
most fifty graduates receive their de­
grees.

Dr. Butterfield, together with his wife 
and son, Paul, expect to take up resi­
dence in Arlington, Wash.

of the college’s graduates, Mrs. Daniel 
Many am (nee: Shah) from Labasa, Fiji. 
The Alumni presented to the Butter­
fields a bound volume of letters writ­
ten by members of the Alumni and min­
isters from over the world. Another 
gift in the form of a portable television 
set and stand was presented to them 
for the purpose of “keeping an eye on 
the world,” as Alumni Vice President 
Allan Baunsgard, who moderated at the 
gathering, put it.

Students and faculty also expressed 
their esteem for the Butterfields on 
previous gatherings. Students present­
ed them with a silver set at one of the 
concluding chapel services during the 
year, and the faculty presented them 
with a clock and mantle set at a break­
fast in their honor in Bellevue.

PRESIDENT NAMED 
OBSERVER TO WORLD 
EVANGELISM CONGRESS

President C. E. Butterfield today re­
vealed that he has been named as an 
observer to the World Congress on 
Evangelism to be held in Berlin, West 
Germany, October 28-November 3. The 
Congress represents an ecumenical con­
ference from among evangelical Protes­
tantism from all over the world. It is 
hailed by some church leaders as the 
most significant conference of its kind 
in the modern history of the Christian 
Church. Its concern will be, as its 
name implies, the evangelistic mission 
of the church in the world today. 
Twelve hundred church leaders chosen 
from the world over will participate in 
the Congress as representatives of vari­
ous church denominations and move­
ments, and organizations. Of this num­
ber 150 are chosen from America, which 
number includes four from the Assem­
blies of God. Honorary chairman of the 
Congress is the famed American evan­
gelist, Dr. Billy Graham, and chairman 
is the well-known theologian and editor 
of Christianity Today, Dr. Carl F. H. 
Henry.

Dr. Butterfield has announced his 
plans to make a trip abroad in the fall, 
which, as his plans have now develop­
ed, will take him around the world. 
Pursuant to the European segment of 
his trip on which he will fulfill a num­
ber of speaking engagements, he will 
go to the Orient. He revealed today 
that he has been given clearance by 
the State Department to visit Mainland 
China and North Vietnam among other 
places in the Orient in the event that 
an opportunity should develop.

While in Europe, Dr. Butterfield will 
be convention speaker at several con- 
fernces including one of the Swiss Na­
tional Pentecostal Missions in Basel, 
October 24-28. The Mission is headed 
by the Rev. Leonard Steiner, well- 
known Pentecostal leader.

Rev. Wilson’s 
father is assistant superintendent of the 
Northern California-Nevada District of 
the Assemblies of God. The Wilsons 
have three children.

mer. Professor Maxine Williams will go 
to San Jose, Costa Rica, where she will 
work in the Assemblies of God Bible 
School. Miss Williams indicates that she 
expects to do some teaching there, but 
her primary mission is to live among 
the natives in order to gain language 
facility in the Spanish language, which 
language she teaches at the college. She 
also expects to do some tutoring while 
there. She will return to the college 
to resume her teaching duties in the 
winter quarter, 1967.

Professor John Pope will be returning 
to St. John’s University in Scotland to 
complete his doctoral work in -Church 
History. He plans to return for the 
winter quarter, 1967.

NEW  DORM BEING BUILT
In fulfillment of an acute need on the 

Northwest College campus for more 
housing for a growing student body, 
President Butterfield announced today 
that the new wing on the Mollie Perks 
Residence Hall will be completed about 
September 1st with accommodations for 
100 young women. A large reception 
area, lounges on each floor, soundproof­
ing and carpeting throughout are fea­
tures of the new dormitory. This mod­
ern new building will be a beautiful ad­
dition to the campus.

BUSINESS COURSES 
TO BE OFFERED

Commencing with the fall of 1966 
Northwest College will offer a limited 
number of courses in business, Presi­
dent Butterfield announced. Curriculum 
plans are outlined in the new catalog 
which came off the press this spring. 
Course offerings will include such 
courses as business machines, account­
ing, typing, shorthand and other studies 
relating to office skills. An expressed 
desire and need for such offerings by 
the college has come to the attention 
of the school for some time, it is ob­
served.

COLLEGE ACCEPTED FOR 
MEMBERSHIP IN CONFERENCE

Northwest College was recently ac­
cepted into membership in the Willa­
mette Christian College Athletic Con­
ference, effective with the fall of 1966, 
Dean of Students D. B. Pecota an­
nounced recently. The Conference spon­
sors intercollegiate contests in basket­
ball, baseball, track, women’s volleyball, 
and tennis. Northwest College will par­
ticipate in the basketball division of the 
Conference initially, it was stated.

The Willamette Christian College 
Conference was originally confined to 
six schools located in Oregon but now 
has been expanded to eight schools, in­
cluding two from the Seattle area.

Dean Pecota indicated that the 1966- 
67 basketball schedule has already been 
drawn up by the Conference, and NC 
will play a total of 14 games, six of 
which will be away from home.

Rev. D. V. Hurst of Springfield, Mo., 

has been named to be the new presi­
dent of Northwest College to succeed 
the Rev. C. E. Butterfield. His duties 
will begin July 1st. Rev. Hurst has 
been coordinator of the Assemblies of 
God Spiritual Life-Evangelism Commis­
sion since February, 1964, and has also 
served on the faculty of Central Bible 
College in Springfield at the same time. 
He previously served on the faculty of 
North Central Bible College in Minne­
apolis from 1948-50.

A native of Annandale, Minn., Rev. 
Hurst was graduated from North Cen­
tral Bible College in 1944 and subse­
quently from Sioux Falls, S. Dakota 
College in 1957 with a bachelor of arts 
degree. In 1958 he received the Master 
of Education degree from Drury Col­
lege in Springfield, Mo. During his ac­
ademic career Rev. Hurst received sev­
eral honors including being named to 
Phi Delta Kappa, national speech fra­
ternity.

Rev. Hurst began his ministry in 1944 
and was ordained in 1946 by the South 
Dakota District of the Assemblies of 
God. He then served as assistant pastor 
of Sioux Falls Assembly of God Church 
for three years before returning to 
North Central Bible College in 1948 
where he taught for two years. He 
then moved to Tulsa, Okla., where he 
was supply pastor and director of Chris­
tian education at the Central Assembly 
of God Church.

In 1951 he resigned the Tulsa posi­
tion to become Workers Training Su­
pervisor of the national Sunday School 
Department in Springfield, Mo., and in 
1954 he became national representative 
for the department and subsequently 
was named its assistant national secre­
tary.

From the Sunday School Department 
Rev. Hurst went to the Radio Depart­
ment of the denomination where he 
served as producer-narrator for “Revi­
valtime, ”̂ the international broadcast of 
the Assemblies of God heard weekly on 
ABC radio.

After six years in the Radio Depart­
ment he was named to his most recent 
position as Spiritual Life-Evangelism co­
ordinator. This office was created by 
action of the General Council in 1963, 
and Rev. Hurst’s appointment as coordi­
nator was made by the Executive Pres­
bytery. In this post, Rev. Hurst’s work 
has been in the interests of coordinat­
ing denominational evangelism and pro­
moting evangelistic outreaches such as 
a mobilization-placement service and 
literature campaigns across the nation. 
The department has also developed a 
fellowship for evangelists.

The Rev. Hurst has traveled widely 
and has served as a speaker for Bible 
conferences, rallies, youth services and 
other gatherings throughout the U.S. 
and abroad. In the area of literary ac­

tivity he has written two books, which 
have been published by the Gospel Pub­
lishing House—“Ye Shall Be Witnes­
ses,’’ and “And He Gave Teachers,” in 
1955. He is also co-author of a third 
book, “The Church Begins,” in 1959.

Rev. Hurst and his wife ,the former 
Agnes C. Berg of Sioux Falls, were mar­
ried there in 1944. They have two chil­
dren, Jayne Renee, 17, and Richard Mi­
chael, 12. Rev. Hurst will be the col­
lege’s third president during its 32-year 
history.

Students Entering College 
Should Not Wait

A recent Selective Service bulletin is­
sued to colleges in the state of Wash­
ington indicates that students entering 
college must not permit a lapse of time 
(other than normal summer vacation) 
between the point of their graduation 
from high school and their matricula­
tion into college. This comes under the 
‘‘normal progress” definition established 
by the Selective Service System for de­
ferring college students. State Selective 
Service headquarters anticipate even 
more restrictive standards if manpower 
needs continue at a high level.

We would advise our Assemblies of 
God young people who are contemplat­
ing college upon their graduation from 
high school to make and pursue their 
college plans without delay. This prin­
ciple becomes especially important for 
prospective ministerial students who 
feel the call of God upon their lives to 
prepare for the Lord’s work.
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
