Japanese Student, K. Nakagawa
Relates Experiences During War

Kinya Nakegawa, of Tokyo,
Jepan, is our Star Sketch
subject this time.He came to
attend the State Teachers
Colleze in Muncie, Indiana.
After spending 3 years there
ma joring in Business Admini-
stration, he decided to come
to Northwest Bible College.
His decision to come to N.B.
C. was influenced by Profes-—
sor C. M. Bishop, a former
teacher at N.B.Ce, whom he
knew in Japan vwhere the la=
tter was President of the
Christian Bible School. It
was here that Kinya attended
senior high school after
leaving Muncie State Teach-
ers College,a friend offered
Kinya a position in a Chris-
tian Broadcasting Station in
JapaneRealizing his need for
Bible training, he decided
to attend a Bible Collegee.
Since Prof. Bishop was then
an instructor at Northwest,
Kinya selected this school
and in 1959 began his stu-
dies here.

Kinye has come from a
Christian background as far
back as his grendfather who
was a pioneer pastor. Out of
his immediate family, his
mother and sister are Chris-
tians and it was through the
influence of his mother
which caused him to become a
Christian. However, his fa-

Originally, Kinya was
from the nerthern island of

Hokkaido, Japan but when he
was five years old his fam=
ily moved to Tokyo where
they have resided until the
present except for three
years during the ware.

However, persecution
was another problem the
Christians faced during the
wareShintoists and Buddhists
had also fled to the moun-
tains and because of perse-
cution from this source the
Christians had to hold se-
cret meetings, even though
they had taken refuge in the
mountainseAfter the war came
to an end Kinya came to the
United States.to further his
education in 1957.
