The celebration of the
sixtieth  anniversary at
Northwest College com-
menced with Heritage
Week chapel services on
February 23-25.

On Wednesday, Febru-
ary 23, President Emeritus,
Dr. D.V. Hurst spoke to the
student body. Dr. Hurst’s
son-in-law, Dr. Darrell
Hobson, led the chapel in
hymns of faith and commit-
ment that speak of the
pentecostal message.
