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Dr. Murray Dempster serves as
Professor of Social Ethics at Southern
California College in Costa Mesa,
California and Visiting Professor of
Religion and Ethics at Fuller
Theological Seminary in Pasadena,
California. He is also the Editor of
Pneuma: The Journal of the Society
for Pentecostal Studies.

Dr. Dempster co-authored recently
two books entitled, Called and
Empowered: Global Mission in
Pentecostal Perspective (1991), and
Salt and Light: Evangelical Political
Thought in Modern America. He has
also contributed numerous articles
and chapters related to the subjects of
social and moral ethics.

Dr. Dempster was awarded the
Doctor of Philosophy degree from the
University of Southern California in
1980. During his doctoral studies,
Dr. Dempster was honored with the
Layne Foundation Fellowship at
U.S.C. He was the founding director
of the graduate studies program at
Southern California College.
