Commencement Address

John Ashcroft
79th Attorney General of the United States

John David Ashcroft was the 79th Attorney General of the United States.
He served in the first administration of President George W. Bush from
2001 until 2005. John was educated in Springfield, Missouri, and at Yale
University, where he graduated in 1964. He received a J.D. degree from the
University of Chicago in 1967, and briefly taught business law at Southwest
Missouri State University.

He began his career in Missouri government in 1973. He was Governor
of Missouri from 1985 to 1993. In 1994 he was elected to the U.S. Senate
from Missouri. He ran for reelection in 2000 against Governor Mel
Carnahan but was not reelected. Following his defeat, Ashcroft was nomi-
nated as U.S. Attorney General and confirmed by the Senate.

In March 2005, John Ashcroft was appointed as Distinguished Professor
of Law and Government at Regent University. He has authored multiple
editions of two college law textbooks and draws upon his vast experiences as
an educator, a governor, U.S. Attorney General and statesman.

Mr. Ashcroft worships in the Assembly of God church and is married to
Janet. They are the proud parents of three children.

Alumni Honorees

David Baker — David Baker was raised in a pastor’s home in the Montana
District. He graduated Magna Cum Laude in Pastoral Ministries from
Northwest University in 1985. He completed a Master of Arts degree in
Religion from Vanguard University in 1990 and a Master of Theology in
Church History from Fuller Seminary in 2001. As an adjunct professor,
David taught over 50 courses for Vanguard University in the fields of New
Testament, Ethics, Theology, and Philosophy. He served two years as Dean
of the Chapel at Northwest University. David was an Associate Pastor in
Fountain Valley, California, a Senior Pastor in Fontana, California, and is
presently a Senior Pastor in Deer Lodge, Montana. He and his wife, Jana,
have four daughters.

Leslie Engelson — Lesliec Engelson graduated from Northwest University in
1985 with a Bachelor of Arts in Sacred Music and completed a Master of
Library and Information Science from the University of Washington in
1997. She has served as the Technical Services Librarian at Northwest
University since July 1998. In the interim of hiring a Director of Library,
Leslie served as a co-interim Librarian for six months. Her love of books and
serving people is evident in the many positions she has served in the library
including Systems Librarian, Cataloging Supervisor, and Information
Services Student Assistant. Leslie is married to Don and has one daughter.

Dean Jackson — Dean Jackson was born in Colorado and lived in Wyoming
prior to moving to Japan with his family as missionaries. He graduated with
a Bachelor of Arts degree in Pastoral Studies from Northwest University in
1985. His first church pastorate was in Jackson, Wyoming, where he also
served as a Deputy Coroner and Police Chaplain. Upon moving to Provo,
Utah, in 1991 he continued to be involved in civic affairs. He served as a
member of the Chamber of Commerce Board of Directors, Provo Youth
Service Board, United Way Board member, Chaplain, Presbyter for
Southern Utah Section and served as Representation for the Assemblies of
God Interfaith Roundtable for the 2002 Winter Olympics. He has received

the Mayor’s Medal for outstanding service, The Special Award of Merit
from the Provo Police Department, and the 2002 Provo Mayor’s Award in
the Humanities. Besides serving as Lead Pastor at Rock Canyon Church, he
conducts training for law enforcement and government agencies. He is a
certified mediator for the State of Utah. He is married to Marlys.

The Pageantry of Academic Regalia

The traditional academic attire originated in the middle ages. It began as the regular garb
of scholars, whether cleric or lay. In the unheated buildings and lecture halls of the day,
the robes, hoods and caps were very practical wear.

The GOWN, whether it developed from clerical or civilian dress, was useful outerwear.
In addition, it provided a uniform dress that served to equalize class and wealth distinc-
tions in the community of scholars.

Today, in the United States, the gown is customarily black, though it may be one of the
colors of the school (especially of universities following a European model). The wearing
of the gown open or closed, the sleeve style, and added trim serve to distinguish the
degree levels of the wearers. Bachelor gowns are very simple and are worn closed, while
masters’ gowns are frequently worn open at the front, sometimes with the arms exposed
below the elbows. The doctoral gown commonly has trim down the front and three vel-
vet bars on the sleeves, in black or in the color of the degree field. The sleeve is bell
shaped, close-fitting at the wrist.

The HOOD originated as a practical head covering. In modern times it is strictly deco-
rative and ceremonial. The hood is commonly worn by those holding master’s or doc-
toral degrees and differs in length according to the degree (three and one-half feet, and

four feet). The hoods are lined with the colors of the conferring institution, and trimmed
with an edging (of three inches or five inches width) in the color of the degree field. The
act of “hooding” is part of the traditional ceremony of conferral of advanced degrees.

The “Oxford” CAP or MORTARBOARD possibly developed as a ceremonial combina-
tion of a close fitting indoor cap and a soft square-topped academic cap for outdoor wear.
(Some schools use a type of beret or tam for doctoral degrees.) The cap is topped by a
button holding a tassel which may be black or the color of the degree field (gold for a
doctoral degree in some schools).

The TASSEL is customarily worn on the left by degree holders, thus the bachelor’s degree
candidates wear the tassel on the right until the symbolic “moving of the tassel” at a cli-
mactic point in the graduation ceremony.

The MACE is the symbol of authority of the faculty and is carried in the Commencement
Processional by the official representative of the faculty, the Faculty Marshal. The central
emblem of the mace is the University seal.

The SEAL embodies the history, character, and purpose of the University. In addition
to the legal name of the institution, the seal includes these elements:

m An open Bible, which underscores our commitment to God’s Word;

m The lamp of knowledge, which demonstrates our tradition of scholarship and the
integration of faith and learning;

m A dove, which represents our reliance on the Holy Spirit’s leading and power;
m A cross, which asserts the centrality of Christ in all we do;

m A braid, which illustrates the bonds of Christian fellowship;

m The year 1934, which is the year of Northwest University’s founding; and

m The Latin motto, Vocationem Dei Gerite, is translated “carry, carry out, and be
characterized by God’s calling.” This phrase reconfirms the University’s vision
statement: Carry the Call with heart, head and hand.
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
