In the late 1960’s Professor Stewart’s husband,
Bob, was supervisor of grounds at N. C. and her contact with
the college continued. She completed the Bachelor’s degree in
English from the University of Washington in 1975, and began
teaching English part-time at Northwest in 1976. Beginning in
1980, Professor Stewart became a fulltime instructor and con-
tinued her education at the University of Washington, complet-
ing the Master’s degree in 1982.

Professor Stewart feels that God called her to help produce
Christian writers who could have an impact for God on their
world. With two books and numerous articles published in a
variety of magazines, she knows what is required to be a good
writer, and pours herself into her students to help them im-
prove. This is evidenced by her meetings with a writers group of
gast and present N. C. students apart from her regular teaching

uties.

Professor Stewart has been a leader in the area of writing and
teaching home Bible studies. This interest led her to teach a
seminar on home Bible studies at a meeting of one of the
General Councils of the Assemblies of God, as well as in many
other places. She has traveled to Taiwan several times to do
writers’ workshops and do research for a biography she is writ-
ing about the life of the Director of Overseas Radio and Televi-
sion.

In addition to all these accomplishments, Professor Stewart
has been a full-time wife to her husband, Bob, and the mother
to four children. For all these things and many more, we salute
Professor Marjorie Stewart and proudly dedicate the 1989-90

Historically and spiritually, Northwest College was born
in the cradle of a Pentecostal revival that came to the Pacific
Northwest. The story is filled with brilliance that emanates
from the outpouring of the Holy Spirit in a sovereign way. At
the same time, God was preparing a young man in the Mid-
west for a special part in that movement.
