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PLEASE PASS THE BREAD -

The theme of the N orthw est College faculty retreat this 
year was drawn from  the scene of Jesus' test in the 
wilderness. The first tem ptation framed by Satan w as: "I f  
thou be the Son of God, com m and these stones be made 
bread." (M atthew  4 :3 )  Jesus' response was taken from  
D euteronom y 8 :3 , given to Israel along with the manna, 
"M an  shall not live by bread only, but by every word that 
proceedeth out of the mouth of the Lord . . . "  "N o t by 
bread alone . . ."  was our theme.

These words were among the first that Jesus would 
have learned in the synagogue at N azareth. For they were 
in the Shem a', that body of Scripture first taught to a 
Jewish lad. It was out of these first Biblical learnings as a 
"p re-sch oo ler" or a "firs t g rad er" that Jesus met and 
defeated the first tem ptation! N ot only did it meet the 
tem ptation to use His miracle power to sustain physical 
life and "s a v e "  H im self—a tem ptation repeated at the 
cross—but the principle, "n o t by bread alon e," has broad  
application today. It speaks forcefully to those who would 
do the W ork  of God!

It strikes at the heart of Secular H um anism  and its 
wicked pervasive inroads into m uch of the educational 
world. This m odern, sophisticated, educated restatem ent 
of Satan's flaw, uttered in the word "H ath  God said?" and 
"y e  shall be as G o d 's"—seeks to deny the existence of God 
and His authority, truth and ethic and to enthrone man  
and his creativity and products. Interestingly, these same 
ideas moved men at Babel for they said, "L et us build . . .  a 
tower . . . unto h eaven ," and "le t us make a name . . . "

In the hum anistic view, man and what he creates are 
everything. All there is and can be! His "sa lv atio n " is to be 
found within himself, his reason, his science and his inter­
national politics—"o n e w orld ," if you will.

But Jesus said, "n o t by bread alon e!" Just like the 
Israelistes in the wilderness needed the miracle of manna, 
so man today needs the Living Bread. The salvation and 
sustenance of man required divine miracle bread.

Sharing the miracle bread and meeting the long 
standing errors of hum anism  is something of w hat 
N orthw est College is all about—

Please pass The Bread!
But Jesus' statem ent says som ething else to those who  

would follow Him and do His work today. It cries,

"In tegrate! W eave biblical truth into all subjects taught, 
setting them in clear perspective. He is truth! He is the 
Source . . . C reator . . . Sustainer of all things! He is above 
all things! W ith out Him there is no m eaning! W ith out 
Him there is no understanding of beginning . . .  of ending 
. . . of hope! W ithout Him all learning is bread w ithout 
life !"

Because Jesus said all men needed the Living Bread and 
affirm ed Himself to be that Bread, the challenge to make 
the Christian college truly Christian by serving The Bread 
in every class is so insistent.

It's not enough to teach a subject as it is taught in a 
secular institution and " ta c k "  a bit of Bible on at the end. 
This does not make a Christian college. It's not enough  
until divine revealed truth is seen as the core of all truth, 
until all learning points toward C hrist, the source.

John H enry Cardinal N eurm an said, " I f  we could see 
with the eyes of God, we would perceive the oneness of 
truth . . . "  It's toward this sublime goal that a Christian  
college should reach with all its m ight!

Please pass The Bread!
But Jesus' use of G od's W ord  to Israel in the wilderness 

as He met Satan's tem ptation says still another thing to us: 
"M o re  im portant than learning is living. M ore im portant 
than physical existence is spiritual life. N othing is more 
im portant for the Christian teacher than to 'feed the lambs 
. . . feed the sheep!' T o Peter He said, " I f  you love me, feed 
. . . ' ! "  (John 21)

The spiritual life and grow th of the student is the most 
im portant thing. And that life and grow th com es from  
feeding on The Bread.

Years ago I heard an evangelist of our fellowship  
describe a com m union service in South Am erica with 
believers jammed inside and out. The windows were open  
and the only way they could get the bread and cup to those 
outside was to pass it from  one believer to another and yet 
to another, on through the windows to those outside until 
the elements were lost from  view.

I never forgot that description! It spoke so eloquently of 
what the Body of C hrist does, in feeding the flock, 
w hether it's to pre-schoolers or to college students. Pass­
ing the Bread is w hat real C hristian education is all about!

T o the students he is "D ean  
T e x " —a name he earned honestly  
through being reared in Texas and 
reinforced by his T exas drawl and 
his affinity for W estern  clothing. 
He is W aym on P. Rutledge, Dean  

of Students at N C , greatly beloved of the students since he 
joined the N orthw est College family in 1977 .

D ean T ex 's  personal history is unique. A fter finishing 
high school in Texas, he joined the arm y signal corps and 
served overseas in radio. It was the military that brought 
him west to California, where he was saved and Spirit- 
filled in then Bethel Tem ple in Sacram ento. He was later 
ordained to preaching m inistry in the same church.

T ex might have been a professional football or baseball 
player except for G od's changing the direction of his life. 
He had offers to play from  both sports. But after his con ­
version, he never returned to pursue those opportunities. 
Instead, he entered Glad Tidings Bible Institute to begin 
preparation for C hristian service. He later added to his Bi­
ble college diploma a B.A. degree from  W illam ette and a 
M .S.Ed. degree in Counseling from  O regon College of 
Education.

T ex has tw enty-seven years of pastoral experience, but 
at times paralleled a second career in law enforcem ent—as 
a deputy sheriff and as counselor, consultant, and project 
coordinator in the O regon State Corrections Division. He 
is no policeman to his students, how ever, but w orks to en­
courage their spiritual grow th.

Dean T ex admits to feeling the pressures of decision 
making in his role as director of student activities, but he 
balances this against the enjoym ent of w orking with 
Christian students and observing their com m ittm ent to 
Christian service. "I 'v e  never been in such a rew arding ex­
perience," he says with a smile. (The non-academ ic 
aspects of student life fall within the purview of the D ean  
of Students.)

T ex and W inni (his wife) now live alone in a hom e near 
the cam pus. Both are within easy walking distance of their 
jobs, since W inni w orks for the N orthw est D istrict office 
of the Assemblies of God, adjoining the N C  cam pus. Their 
three children are now grow n and m arried, and the 
Rutledges speak of them with pride. But they are proud of 
their "o th er children", too—the students at N C !

This famed ancient city is 
nestled in the rugged m oun­
tains of M t. Seir between the 
Dead Sea and the Fulf of 
Aqaba, a wing of the Red 
Sea. The Prophet Obadiah  
describes the ancient Edo­
mites as taking pride in the 
"clefts of the ro ck s", as an 
eagle nesting "am on g the 
stars", where they took re­

fuge from  the potential enemies (Obad. 1 :2 -4 ) . The vast 
construction chiseled out of the perpendicular walls of this 
canyon "h id eou t" was largely done by the N abateans who 
followed the ancient Edomites here. Some students of 
Biblical prophecy believe that this rock-walled city is 
reserved as a sanctuary for the Jewish people in the period 
know n in the Bible as the "G reat Tribulation". It is on the 
itinerary of places to be visited by the College's Flying 
Seminar to Israel, Jordan, Egypt, and Rome next M arch
1 2 -2 5 , 1982 .
