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THE FRUIT OF A COLLEGE?
Jesus said, ““a tree is known by its fruit . . . make a tree

good and his fruit will be good.” The fruit carries the
nature of the plant in its seed. It's God’s law of life!

This is not only true of the believer but it’s true of a col-
lege such as Northwest. The alumni—fruit of a college—
evidence its nature. What it is all about can be seen in what
the alumni do, in the “seeds”” they carry from the institu-
tion, in the things they “plant.”

In Butterfield Chapel at Northwest College there is
suspended a significant symbol of what N.C. is. It is a
revolving globe muraled with a map of the world and dot-
ted with tiny ornamental lights that flash on and off as the
blue sphere revolves. Banded around the center of the
sphere are these words: “N.C. Alumni Serve Around the
World.”

What was once said of the British Empire can literally be
said of the work in which alumni and former students of
the College serve our Lord today — ““the sun never sets on
N.C. grads at work for God”" — their field of service is
worldwide.

Over the four decades of the College’s history it is es-
timated that as many as 350 grads and former students
have gone around the world to carry the Gospel and many
more have formed the great supporting corp of pastors
and lay leaders who “hold the ropes”” of support.

All of this was in evidence graphically during the recent
school year end activities. Honored during the Com-
mencement service were Ernie Francis (class of 1939), who
is now President of Northwest Bible Institute, Edmonton,
Alberta, Canada. Also honored was Pastor Walter Buck
(class of 1939) of Boise, Idaho, Central Assembly of God,
a church he founded, now the largest church in Idaho.

Given an honorary Doctor of Divinity degree was Eva
Radanovsky, the first N.C. alumnus the College has so
honored. One year ago the Board of Directors voted to
confer this honor, as soon as it heard of her work in
translating the entire Bible into the language of the Mossi
people in Upper Volta, West Africa. Hers was a fourteen
year task. Speaking in the Commencement service was
Reverend Al Davis, Assistant Superintendent of the
Oregon District of the Assemblies of God.

The College’s alma mater song is infinitely more than
poetry set to music . . . it is expressive of the history and
the continuing mission of N.C. — ““Let light shine out in
the Great Northwest; go tell the Savior’s grace. From col-
lege halls to lands afar, bring hope to ev'ry race.”

While at N.C., students have caught this vision, have
become “lights,” as it were. It has become their nature to
let light shine! They are indeed seed bearing “fruit’’ of
N.C.
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COLLEGE CONFERS DOCTORATE
ON MISSIONARY ALUMNUS

Northwest College conferred its highest honor, the doc-
tor of divinity degree, upon Northwest District mis-
sionary, Miss Eva Radanovsky, in ceremonies at its 43rd
annual Commencement held on the campus on May 27.

Dr. Radanovsky, a graduate of the College in the class
of 1938, was recognized for her special achievement in the
work of Bible translation among the Mossi people in Up-
per Volta in West Africa. The project has been carried on
jointly between the Assemblies of God Foreign Missions
Division and the American Bible Society. Dr. Radanovsky
has been engaged in this project for fourteen years to date
and is currently in the process of proof-reading the text of
the translation.

The Foreign Missions Department was said to attribute
much of the success of the missionary evangelism effort in
Upper Volta to the fact that the Bible is accessible to the
people in their own language. Her work was said to have
made an impact on the official language of the land.

Dr. Radanovsky represents the first alumnus of the
College to be so honored with the conferral of the degree,
doctor of divinity.

GRADUATION STORY

Among the 166 graduates who received degrees at
Northwest College’s 43rd Commencement ceremonies on
May 27th, was graduate number 2515. Thus, with this
Commencement the all-time graduation number passed
2500 for the first time.

On hand to witness the event was an overflow audience
of parents, officials, and friends who filled the College
Pavilion on a cool spring afternoon interspersed with sun,
clouds, and sometimes sprinkles of rain.

College President, Dr. D.V. Hurst, announced this to be
the largest graduating class in the College’s 43 years of
graduations, eclipsing the previous record of 144 grads in
FO77.

The Commencement speaker was an alumnus of the
College, the Reverend Albert Davis, Assistant District
Superintendent of the Oregon District of the Assemblies
of God.

Re-echoing the challenge of the Great Commission,
Reverend Davis, reminded the class of 1979 of the con-
tinuing task of evangelism through the fundamental prin-
ciples of declaring the Gospel under the blessing and
power of the Holy Spirit.

The College conferred its first honorary degree upon an
alumnus, class of 1938, in the person of Dr. Eva
Radanovsky, in recognition of her outstanding record of
work in Bible Translation among the Mossi people of
Africa—a project of fourteen years to date, being jointly
conducted by the Foreign Missions Division of the As-
semblies of God and the American Bible Society.

College President Emeritus, the Reverend Dr. Charles E.
Butterfield, noted that in each of the over thirty countries
he has visited in the interests of missionary evangelism,
he was met and hosted by a missionary alumnus of N.C.

Two alumni were cited for membership in the Honor
Society known as Delta Epsilon Chi. They were the
Reverend Roland H. Buck of Boise, Idaho, and the
Reverend Ernest Francis, President of Northwest Bible
College in Edmonton, Alberta, Canada. Both are members
of the class of 1939.

Degrees were conferred upon 166 graduates. The roster
included 81 who received the Associate of Arts Degree; 3
who received the Diploma; 79 who received the Bachelor
of Arts Degree; and two who received the Th.B. Degree;
in addition to the honorary degree, Doctor of Divinity,
conferred upon Miss Eva Radanovsky.

As chapel chimes rang out, a postlude to the afternoon,
the great dispersal of the College’s 43rd graduating class
commenced—a dispersal which 45 years of history sug-
gests will carry many of them around the globe in
ministry.

THE CHURCH IN BURMA

In what was hailed as a “miracle church”” and a ““miracle
trip” outside of Burma, Northwest College students, and
faculty heard the Reverend Myo Chit relate a most
remarkable account on the state of the Christian church in
that Asiatic country, now closed to missionaries.

Coming to America from a visit to Sweden, Denmark,
and Norway, the youthful Assemblies of God Burmese
Superintendent brought a fascinating account of the
growth and development of the Christian church in a land
traditionally considered a Bhuddist land.

The former Baptist layman-turned-minister has a
significant tie with the missionary enterprise in Burma in
that he is the great-great grandson of the second convert
of the famed Baptist missionary Adoniram Judson, con-
sidered to be the father of missions in Burma. During his
lifetime Judson lived a life of privation and saw only six
converts, but he nevertheless planted the seeds of mis-
sionary endeavor through his Bible translation work that
has made Burma one of the great missionary enterprises of
the Asiatic continent.

The vigorous superintendent who speaks articulate
English, reported some of the remarkable things taking
place in the land under the dynamic leadership of the Holy
Spirit. He himself started a work in the capital city of
Rangoon with but a “handful”” of members in his con-
gregation. As the Holy spirit began to bless in apostolic
patterns and power, his congregation has been growing
steadily until the “old Lutheran Church building” is
crowded out with a thousand people every Sunday morn-
ing.

Assemblies of God churches are springing up over the
land at the rate of 36 over the past year. Four new
churches have been founded since Reverend Chit started
his journey last January.

To what can the phenomenal growth of the Assemblies
of God in Burma be attributed? Reverend Chit’s ready
answer is “The simple declaration of Jesus Christ and
what He can do in the lives of people”” and “to the power
and moving of the Holy Spirit.”” Indeed these two factors
are the same which characterized the growth of the early
church as is recorded in the Book of Acts in the Bible.

Thus, far from realizing the “end of the Church” in
Burma, the fires of revival are burning more brightly and
intensively than ever before. While the missionaries have
been forced to leave, the mission of the church is going
forward under the guidance of the Holy Spirit.
