Arts and Sciences
As part of the development of Northwest College toward achieving University status, 

the College has organized its academic units into several professional schools (education, 
business, ministry, and nursing) and placed the remaining undergraduate academic programs 
in the newly formed College of Arts and Sciences.

The College of Arts and Sciences serves the students of Northwest by providing the core 
of General Education courses with the goal of developing well-educated Christians who are 
prepared for service and leadership. It also enables students to pursue fields of study such 
as Communication, Drama, English, History, Law, Music, Political Science, Environmental 
Science, Religion, and Philosophy. Through the many concentrations in these majors, stu­
dents are able to tailor their programs to suit their vocational goals and calling. Graduates 
study in top-level graduate programs and pursue careers in fields such as literature and 
writing, philosophy, public relasions, environmental science, education, vocational ministry, 
and law.

Most of the majors in this division are relatively new to Northwest College. With the 
exception of two majors - Religion and Philosophy, and Music - all have been added since 
1999. Their addition marks the College’s move toward a full liberal arts curriculum and now 
toward a university curriculum. Other majors are under study for their feasibility and 
fulfillment of the mission of Northwest College.

Through the Debate team, the Drama department and its presentations and plays, the 
Music department performances, the Writing Lab, and various clubs, the College of Arts and 
Sciences contributes to the whole community - enabling Northwest College to become an 
exciting learning community of committed Christian students.
