Re: Policy on graduation
Dear Students:

This is to call to your attention the policy of the College
concerning the requisites for public graduation at the conclusion of
the present academic year. It will be expected that all candidates
for zraduation will have satisfactorily completed all requirements
for graduation before being publicly presented for graduation on
graduation night. Specifically these reocuirements will mean

1. that all work for the degree sought will have been completed as
of the date of graduation. This will include work in specific
courses and srea requirements as outlined in the catalog for
the curriculum being pursued. This will also include conference
courses, seminars, and final drafts of theses,

2. that all work taken at other institutions will be documented by
trenscripts which are on file with the Reglstrar here. This
includes correspondence work.

3. that the grades attained on all work will average & for o degree
(or 1.5) for the diplome,

L. that the minimum residence requircments are in if the student is
a transferee from another collezc.

5, that the student's citizenship point average is at least 3.0 for
the total period of his enrollment herc,

6, that he has demonstrated n rcasonable proficicney in the usc of
the English langucge as observed by the faculty who arc asked
to npprove cach application for graduation.

7. that 2ll accounts with the College arc paid in full on or before
the day of grrau~tion, This will include not only tuition ~nd
ncndemic charges but accounts with all other departments of the

collegc.

No student will be permitted to go through the graduation linc on
grnduation night if all the above requisites are not met, and it will
be nccessary that any candidatce be excluded from public presentation
who fails to mcct the standards that graduation implices to the public.
Plecasc make proper preparation and inquiry concerning the above-
mentioncd matters so that you may be certain of your standing ond
cligibility to gradunte as plenncds
