Reaching the World

The Missions Program is headed
up by Dr. Turner and the Mis-
sions Committee. Many events
are scheduled during the year to
emphasize the great need faced
by missionaries and the unsaved
people of the world. Friday
morning missions chapels help
to bring specific areas to the at-
tention of the student body. One
of the main focuses of the mis-
sions committee is to support
the People in the mission fields
through prayer. Regional Prayer
fellowships meet weekly and
spend time interceeding for
areas such as the Muslim world
and Asian countries.

The Pacific Rim Centre was
completed during the summer of
1991. They have sponsored sev-
eral Pacific Rim workshops and
seminars. The China Awareness
on site seminar took place last
summer and will be repeated in
1992. Fifteen students partici-
pated in the outreach to China
and Hong Kong. During the Fall
semester, students, faculty, and
pastors from the area attended
the China Ministry Exploration
workshop for a one day study of
Chinese customs and areas of
need. The Pacific Rim Centre
has also been involved in a sum-
mer TESL instruction for Asian
countries that they plan to repeat
again next summer.

The main emphasis of the Mis-
sions Program is to assist North-
west College students in minis-
try during the year, including
scholarships for AIM trips, and
summer MAPS assignments.
They were able to help send Dr.
Pecota and Mike Krause to the

Asian side of Russia during
spring break this past year. In
addition to the scholarships,
they send contributions to China
Radio, support international
students prepare for ministry in
various parts of the world, and
provide honoraria for visiting
missionaries. All of the pro-
grams are supported by student
missions offerings and faith
promises. Without the participa-
tion of the entire student body,
the Missions Committee would
not be able to follow through on
the burden that God has placed
on their hearts to reach out to
the unsaved people of the world.
